You can also witness her latest forays into Arctic-inspired artwork with “Brine Forest (2025)," based
on microscopic channels hidden within sea ice, and “Shape Shifter (2025)," capturing the interconnected fungal networks lying beneath forest

A recipient
of the Pew Fellowship in the Arts, Rutstein has showcased her works in museums, galleries, and institutions worldwide—incloding the Phitadelphia Museum of Art, the
Pennsylvania Academy of the Fine Arts, and the National Academy of Sciences.
